RESEARCH INTEREST
	What motivates people?” is the core question of my program of research. I have investigated the characteristics of schools, teachers, parents, and peers that influence students’ motivation, achievement, and school adjustment. I am particularly interested in how adolescents' social achievement goals and peer climate affect their school success and psychological well-being. I have done much work on designing/testing pedagogical interventions based on the theories of motivation and self-regulation. In collaboration with graduate students and colleagues, I am currently investigating adolescents' social motivation and social media use and ways of coping with online social stressors. Identification of the individual and contextual factors leading to problematic social media behaviors is critical to adolescents' academic development and mental health.
